Eligible classes are the International Laser, the International Laser Radial and the
International Tasar.

The entry fee for the International Laser and the International Laser Radial shall
be $20.00 CAN. The entry fee for the International Tasar shall be $30.00 CAN.

(b) When from 5 to 9 races have been completed, a yacht's score will be the

(c) When 10 or more races have been completed, a yacht's score will be the
of her race scores excluding her two worst scores.

THE COURSES

The course to be sailed shall be displayed on the starting line boat no later than
preparatory signal for each class.

The course to be sailed are as follows: all marks to be left to port.

A course diagram will be included with the sailing instructions.
